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DID YOU KNOW that a rain barrel collects and stores rain water from your roof that would otherwise run off and go into storm drains that connect to local streams, the Corsica River and ultimately the Chesapeake Bay?  Using rain barrels is an easy way to help protect the Corsica River.  
Rain water collected in rain barrels can be used to water plants and gardens, fill bird baths, hose off cars and windows, and flush toilets in an emergency.  This reduces the demand on our drinking water source and conserves precious fresh water.  It also saves you money and saves energy.

The Town of Centreville will provide rain barrels to residents located within the Corsica River Watershed at a cost of only $10.00 at the Corsica Watershed Awareness Day on Saturday, September 17 from Noon to 4 pm at Bloomfield Farm on Route 213, north of Centreville.  Rain barrels generally cost $70 to $150.  Funding for the rain barrel distribution was made available from the Chesapeake and Atlantic Coastal Bays 2010 Trust Fund.
